Neighborhood Crime Watch Program 
In response to recent reports of vandalism and theft of 
materials such as copper and aluminum at Castle 
Commerce Center, Federal Development (FEDERAL) 
and Merced County  have taken actions, including 
contacting local authorities, working with on-site security 
and implementing a Neighborhood Crime Watch 
program.   
 
FEDERAL and Merced County have contacted the 
sheriff’s department and requested increased security 
rounds on Castle Commerce Center and Airport grounds 
at nighttime.  In addition, the Castle Commerce Center 
and Airport security teams have been briefed and are on 
alert.    
 
One of the best deterrents to crime is the watchfulness of 
your neighbors.  In fact, Neighborhood Crime Watch 
programs have proved to be highly effective at 
combating crime; and, for the safety and well being of 
the Castle community, we asks that all tenants play an 
active role.  By participating in this program, you will help 
keep tenants’ property insurance rates low and  
simultaneously provide a vandalism and burglary free 

environment for all.  As a member of the Castle
